Embracing Who Wdé\re

|l 6ve been reflecting | atel
experience during those fifty days between the
resurrection of their Lord and the day of Pentecost.
Here was this group of men and women learning to
embrace a new reality, living in a post-resurrection
world now as followers of the risen Christ. At first they
seemed very afraid and unsure of this new reality,
cloistered off from the outside world. Gradually over
time they returned to their homes and livelihoods.
They continued to come together as a community, to
break bread together, care for one another, share
stories of Jesus, to be encouraged by one another and
experience the risen Christ together. | think these fifty
days must have been a time of great discovery ard
growth for all of them, a time when they were learning
how to how to live as Easter people. It was a time when
they were learning to embrace the present moment,
not racing too quickly to arrive at their future while at
the same time not holding onto the past, either. And |
think it prepared them well for that day of Pentecost
when through the wind and flame of the Holy Spirit
these disciples became apostlesi ones sent out into
the world to embody the Good News of Jesus Christ.

The post-resurrection experience of the disciples is
similar to our experience right now as a parish. |
believe we are being asked by God to embrace the
present momentfi not holding onto what was, while at
the same time, not rushing ahead to what might be.

After the vestry retreat | came to the realization that we
have been living in the tension of two different models
of church: one foot trying to remain planted in the
model of the pastoral church and the other foot trying

A The pastoral church has an average attendance at
weekend services of 83120. It is clergy-centered,
meaning most of the ministries occur through the
direct leadership of the priest and a small group of
lay leaders.

A A program church has an average attendance at
weekend services of 156250. There is more active
involvement by lay leadership and the work of
committees. The priest serves to empower
parishioners to take on more leadership roles and
develop ministries without her direct involvement.
