Our Catechism at the back of the prayer book states: 

òthe ministers of the Church are lay persons, bishops, 

priests, and deacons. The ministry of lay persons is to 

represent Christ and his Church; to bear witness to him 

wherever they may be; and, 

according to the gifts given 

them, to carry on Christ's work 

of reconciliation in the world; 

and to take their place in the 

life, worship, and governance 

of the Church.ó Ministry in the 

Church is not reserved for the 

ordained clergy. You, as lay 

people are called to share with 

me and fellow clergy in 

bearing witness to Christ and 

in carrying on Christõs work of 

reconciliation. Through the 

waters of baptism each one of us is empowered to 

carry out Christõs mission and ministry. Baptism is first 

and foremost the way in which we all become 

members of Christõs body, the Church.   

 

There are other formal and informal ways to become a 

member of St. Peterõs in order to fully take part in the 

life, worship, and governance of the Church. Below I 

have laid out such ways.  

 

Transfer of Membership  

If you are a baptized member of another Episcopal 

Church, you should contact your former parish and 

request that they send a letter of transfer of 

membership. 

 

If you have been a member of more than one parish, 

but do not believe you have ever officially had your 

membership transferred, then you must contact the 

parish where you were baptized and have them send a 

copy of your baptismal 

certificate to us.   

 

Re-Baptisms  

The Episcopal Church does not 

perform re-baptisms. We 

believe that if you have already 

been baptized in another 

Christian tradition, you have 

been welcomed into the 

Church universal. Therefore, we 

recognize and affirm your 

baptism from your former faith 

community. If you are a 

baptized member of another denomination, you may 

contact that congregation and ask them to send St. 

Peterõs a letter of membership or a copy of your 

baptism certificate. Or if they are unwilling to do so, 

you might ask them to take you off their rolls s o that 

you are no longer counted twice. This is a considerate 

thing to do for them as most congregations like to 

keep an up-to-date record of their membership rolls.  

 

Baptisms  

If you are not baptized, I encourage you to contact me 

and together we can begin preparing you for your 

baptism. Baptisms are held here three or four times a 

year in the midst of the 10 a.m. service.  I welcome 

anyone who wishes to be baptized to do so at one of 

those services.  (continued on page 2) 
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 Rite of Welcome  

Our annual Rite of Welcome is offered in the midst of a 10 a.m. service in the spring. All 

newcomers are invited to participate in this ceremony as a public way to affirm your and your 

familyõs desire to be members of this community. It also allows the congregation to welcome you 

and to pray for you.  

 

Adult Inquirersõ Class 

This class is offered for all members (newcomers and life-long Episcopalians) who wish to learn 

more about this faith community in which they worship and serve. I especially encourage those 

who are new to the Episcopal Church to participate in this class at some point along their faith 

journey. At the end of the class, members who have never participated in the Rite of Confirmation 

and wish to do so will be prepared. The first class will take place immediately following the 10 

a.m. service on June 20.  

 

Rite of Confirmation (and Reception into the Episcopal Church)  

Confirmation is a mature statement of Christian faith made before a bishop (our chief pastor in 

the diocese) to receive the strengthening power o f the Holy Spirit. It is an intentional opportunity 

to reaffirm your baptismal promises. Baptized adults from another Christian tradition who were 

never confirmed are encouraged to receive the sacrament. Adults who were confirmed in a 

tradition such as the Roman Catholic Church or Lutheran Church can be received into the 

Episcopal Church during this ceremony without having to renounce the previous rite. Our Bishopõs 

visitation will take place this year on the first Sunday in October. Anyone who wishes to 

participate in this ceremony must first take the Inquirersõ Class. I am hoping that once we call our 

new Director of Faith Formation we can begin to offer an intentional process for our teens so that 

if they wish to be confirmed, they can do so, as well. 

 

I value the opportunity to speak with anyone who wishes to share your journey of faith with me 

and how you got to St. Peterõs, as well as to discuss how in your own, authentic way you can 

become more incorporated into this community. Whether you have been a member of St. Peterõs 

for three months or for 30 years I give thanks to God for your participation in the life of our parish 

and want you to share fully in the ministry to which we have all been called as baptized Christians.

She must be a good knitter because itõs been washed 
so many times!   
 
In the story we heard in the reading from Acts, the jailer 
and his family become part of Jesusõ family. I became part 
of St. Peterõs family when I was born, and became part of 
Jesusõ family when I was baptized. 
 
I like to be a part of the church service, whether I am being 
an acolyte or singing in the choir. It seems that just about 
every week, Iõm doing something, even trying to be in the 
choir loft and on the altar at the same time.

While we were singing the song, I wasnõt even 
close to being able to see over the organ. Now I can 
look out and see the altar, but Iõm not quite tall 
enough to be able to see the whole congregation.  

 
Another thing I love about St. Peterõs is the summer 
coffee hour, because it is outside. During coffee hour ð 
where thereõs lemonade instead of coffee ð most of the 
kids go up on the Rectory lawn to run around and 
climb the trees. I am happy when I climb trees, and I 
mostly climb the tree that is near the Rectory front 
walk. 
   
If I left St. Peterõs I would miss all the things that I 
experienced, and all the great people. In addition to 
acolyting and choir, Iõd miss the Christmas pageant, 
Soup, Salad and Song, the talent show and pancake 
supper. I like the corny, but funny, jokes that Mr. 
Mosteller tells. I donõt want to leave St. Peterõs and Iõm 
happy my family is not planning to.
