3. When you or other family members are facing a 

surgical procedure or hospitalization.

5. When you are going through a long 

convalescence. 

6. Prior to the birth of a baby (or immediately 

thereafter if calling beforehand proves 

impossible). 

7. When you or someone in your family desires to be 

baptized or to join the church. 

8. When you are new to the parish and want to learn 

more. 

9. When you have begun to worry about excessive 

drinking or about any addictive behavior. 

10. When a loved one is engaging in addictive 

behaviors. 

11. When you are having difficulty in your marriage or 

in a family relationship. 

12. When you are feeling a holy stirring, a calling from 

God, and need counsel. 

13. When you are choosing a new profession/vocation 

and feel uncertain. 

14. When you are choosing a life mate and 

considering marriage. 

15. When as a parent you are concerned about your 

son or daughter. 

16. When you or a loved one has become discouraged 

and life seems to have lost its meaning. 

17. When you are struggling with your faith. 

18. When you need someone to pray with you.

KJV Celebrates 400th Anniversary! 
 ―This year marks the 400

th
 

anniversary of the printing of the King 

James Bible, a work of religious, 

political, and linguistic force that 

continues to shape the thinking and 

vocabulary of much of the English-

speaking world,‖ read an interesting 

article in Episcopal News Service online in early June. 

 

In 1611, all type was set by hand and, inevitably, errors 

crept in. When errors were discovered, the copies with 

mistakes were mostly destroyed, corrections made and 

printing continued. That means some rare, early editions 

may be floating around that have mistakes in them. 

 

John Wycliffe translated the Latin Vulgate version of the 

Bible into English in the late 1380s and he was branded a 

heretic for doing so. 

 

William Tyndale wanted to translate the Bible into 

English but was forbidden to do so. He fled to Belgium 

and in 1526 produced an English New Testament and 

copies were smuggled into England. Anne Boleyn was 

said to have a copy that she hid from King Henry VIII. 

 

Henry commissioned what was called the Great Bible, 

produced in 1538 by Miles Coverdale, using Tyndale’s 

earlier work but removing words the king found too 

Protestant. Henry ordered that Bible be placed, in fact 

chained, to the lectern in every church, available for 

those who wanted to read it and could read. 

 

After the reign of Roman Catholic Queen Mary I, 

Elizabeth I wanted an end to the fuss and asked for her 

own Bible, which became known as the Bishops’ Bible. 

That one was a compromise between Henry’s Bible and 

an English version, called the Geneva Bible, produced in 

1560 by English Protestants who had fled to the 

continent. 

 

When James became king in 1603, Puritan clergy 

petitioned for reform and a new translation. James 

gathered scholars to create his new text, using the 

Bishops Bible and other earlier English editions. In 1611, 

King James had his Authorized Version, but William 

Tyndale may remain the hero of this story as 80 percent 

of his earlier translation was used in the KJV. 

 

We have probably all heard, memorized, loved verses in 

the King James Version. We have heard it quoted by 

many authors, poets and presidents, and its impact on 

English-speaking countries continues around the world. 

So say a prayer of thanks today for the King James Bible.

The story of an unexpected and terribly inconvenient Christian 

conversion, told by a very unlikely convert, Take This Bread 

is not only a spiritual memoir but a call to action.  

 

Raised as an atheist, Sara Miles lived an enthusiastically 

secular life as a restaurant cook and writer. Then early one 

morning, for no earthly reason, she wandered into a church. "I 

was certainly not interested in becoming a Christian," she 

writes. "Or, as I thought of it rather less politely, a religious 

nut." 

 

But she ate a piece of bread, took a sip of wine, and found 

herself radically transformed.... 

 

From the Prologue: 

One early, cloudy morning when I was forty-six, I walked into 

a church, ate a piece of bread, took a sip of wine. A routine 

Sunday activity for tens of millions of Americans ð except 

that up until that moment I'd led a thoroughly secular life, at 

best indifferent to religion, more often appalled by its 

fundamentalist crusades. This was my first communion. It 

changed everything. 

 

Eating Jesus, as I did that day to my great astonishment, led 

me against all my expectations to a faith I'd scorned and work 

I'd never imagined. The mysterious sacrament turned out to be 

not a symbolic wafer at all, but actual food ð indeed, the 

bread of life. In that shocking moment of communion, filled 

with a deep desire to reach for and become part of a body, I 

realized what I'd been doing with my life all along was what I 

was meant to do: feed people.  

: 

: 

Mine is a personal story of an unexpected and terribly 

inconvenient Christian conversion, told by a very unlikely 

convert: a blue-state, secular intellectual; a lesbian, a left-wing 

journalist with a habit of skepticism. I'm not the person my 

reporter colleagues ever expected to see exchanging blessings 

with street-corner evangelists. é What I found wasn't about 

angels, or going to church, or trying to be 'good' in a pious, 

idealized way. It wasn't about arguing a doctrine ð the Virgin 

birth, predestination, the sinfulness of homosexuality and 

divorce ð or pledging blind allegiance to a denomination. I 

was, as the prophet said, hungering and thirsting for 

righteousness. I found it at the eternal and material core of 

Christianity: body, blood, bread, wine poured out freely, 

shared by all. I discovered a religion rooted in the most 

ordinary yet subversive practice: a dinner table where 

everyone is welcome, where the poor, the despised and the 

outcasts are honored.   

 

In this book I look at the Gospel that moved me, the bread that 

changed me and the work that saved me, to begin a spiritual 

and an actual communion across the divides.
