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Budget News

We are on the right path. Our 2012 budget projects a
deficit of $34,000, a $4,000 decrease from last year.

This year one of our main objectives is to reduce our
utility costs. | recently enrolled St. Peter’s in an energy
pilot program call Centerboard. This organization seeks
out the best electric and gas prices and passes the
savings onto their clients. Centerboard will be
conducting a free energy audit at St. Peter's that will
help us to determine necessary repairs to reduce our
utility consumption. The finance and property
committees are carefully watching price fluctuations of
gas and oil, so we may switch to the cheaper product as ~
needed. Also in the works is the installation of energy efflCLency faucets in our
restrooms, which will reduce our water usage. | am hoping these efforts will shave
thousands off our utility costs. Another goal is to shrink our administrative costs by
seeing how we can spend and use less office supplies.

Our financial situation at St. Peter’s is starting to be stabilized. Over the past 4 years our
deficit has dropped approximately 68%, about $82,000 dollars. In 2011, we realized our
lowest deficit in years, just under $38,000 (see chart below). As we close the gap on our
budget deficit we must be careful not to derail our mission and objectives. Our budget
will continue to support our outreach and in-reach projects as well as to sustain a
thriving community where we can worship, learn, love and laugh together.

Upon Further Revi
By the rules and custom of the Diocese of
Pennsylvania, every three years, a bishop visits each
parish in the diocese.

These visitations
serve several purposes as they are opportunities for the
bishop to 1) meet with and listen to Emily and the
vestry in private meetings, 2) experience the ministry
and mission of St. Peter's, and 3) preside over and
share in the Eucharist.

It is no secret that Bishop Bennison has been
something of a lightning rod in recent years. News has
been public about his knowledge of a child sexual
abuse case and there has been not so public news
about his questionable financial decisions, albeit not
illegal, regarding the Wapiti property. It is
understandable that there are varied opinions and

of Pennsylvania. Nevertheless, after circuitous legal
proceedings in the public and divisive reactions within
the diocese, Bishop Bennison is still Bishop of
Pennsylvanta and is still going to visit us on February
12",

Upon reflection, some of us may intend not to come to
the services that day...and the reasons may dwell
between anger and heartfelt conscientious objection. |
am writing to suggest a “re-reflection” on the day in
terms of who we are and how we are a welcoming
community.

We are a community of abundance...much for which to
be thankful and much to show the wider world. Let us

on that day and need us to pass on our energy
throughout the day.
